Location: High Bridge Hills Golf Club
Cost: $58 per person, maximum of 10 foursomes allowed.  
Registration & Payment: On-line at http://www.websolcreations.com/orchadash
NOTE: Funds are being collected by Websolcreations on behalf of OrChadash. Matthew Gold designed the website. 
Participation: Temple members, prospective temple members and their family till March 7th, then it will be opened for temple members to invite friends and associates.

General Information
1. You can sign up as individuals, twosomes, threesomes or foursomes. We will group you into foursomes as needed. 

2. All can play from novice to advanced! Rules will vary for different levels, see below.

3. Must register by March 7th and we will group you into a foursomes by March 31st. 
4. Each “foursome” schedules their own date to play from April 1 to June 1. Your team can play anytime during the week from Mon to Fri but on weekends only after 2 pm. 
5. “Awards” ceremony will be in June at a place and time to be determined.  Attendance is optional. The costs will be shared by only the people attending and will be kept minimal, under $20 per person. 

6. Each team selects a “captain” to submit the scores on-line after playing.

Rules & Games 


1. Your foursome can play any of the following three formats:
a. 4 person scramble. Great format for a mixed group of various skill levels. One person is selected captain of the team. All four players hit a drive.  The captain then selects the best drive.  All 4 players then hit the next shot from the position of the best drive.   The foursome always stays together, always playing the “best” ball hit after each succeeding shot, as chosen by the captain. In this format, there is only one score for the team for each hole.  Please note: Each player in the foursome must have at least two drives chosen during the course of the18 hole round. 

b. 2 person scramble. Two people play together and always play the better ball. The team score is based on whichever twosome got the best score for each hole. 

c.  Best Ball. Each person plays their own ball all the time but the team score is based on the person who scored the lowest number on each hole.

2.  Individual awards for low net (optional). Those that want to compete in the “individual” award should submit their official USGA handicap when signing up. Of course, to compete for the individual award, your foursome must play “best ball” format. 

3. Optional “golfers first aid kit”
To make it fun and “fair”, each golfer may optionally purchase the following
 a. Up to a maximum of 4 mulligans per golfer at $5.00 each. Mulligans can be used anytime, including putts.
 b. A two foot string at $5.00. This allows a player to move the ball anytime, cutting the string off based on the length of the move. (bring your own string and scissor)

c. Fescue Rescue.  Cost $5.00.  I know those of you that have played High Bridge have noticed the “Fescue” IT’S 1 TO 2 FEET HIGH!!! The Rescue Fescue removes the penalty for a lost ball, just drop the ball where you think it should be and hit away. Good for one lost ball in fescue.

d. Beach Bum. Cost $5.00.  Take as many shots as you want to get the ball out of the sand and only give yourself 1 stroke.  Good for one bunker. 


4. Optional: Donations for “virtual tee signs”. 
The golf website will have tee signs from business, families & friends. The tee signs will also appear in the temple newsletter. The cost will be only  $10 per tee sign, so honor your family or business with a sign! 

5. Optional: Sponsor a golfer 
Any person may sponsor a golfer donating at least 10 cents per ball. For example, if a person scored 100 the donation would be $10.00. The golfer who is sponsored would be requested (but not required) to duplicate the sponsored amount. This would be a real incentive for the golfer to “play his best”! 

6. The SNAKE, played by all teams.
The imaginary “snake” is owned by the first person to “3 putt”. That person owns the snake until the next person “3 putts”, at the end of the 18 holes, the one person who “owns” the snake must donate $10.00 to the temple. (children under 18 excluded). The temple will therefore make $100 total for this (10 foursomes x $10). Person with the “snake”, just mails a check to Orchadash or brings it to the temple.

PRIZES

Most of the awards and prizes are meant to be for fun and will be obtained from donations by individual members and/or solicitations from restaurants, retail stores, etc. However effort to solicit will be minimal. Objective is to have FUN and enjoy the Awards Ceremony with a lot of laughs and each other’s company, building temple relationships.

Prizes can also be fun “used items” or “gag gifts”, such as a book on golfing, a putter you are not using any longer, golf balls (new or used), etc.

We already have two “donations” from Harvey and Matthew Gold, two FREE ROUNDS of golf with cart and High Bridge Hills.  So please email Harvey Gold at hgold@goldsimulations.com  to advise him of any gifts for prizes you would like to make and/or go to a local business and ask them to donate and advise Harvey.

Donors of prizes will be recognized in our temple newsletter and on our website!! Of course, for these we would not list on the temple website.

AWARDS

a. LOWEST TEAM SCORE for each of the formats played (4 person scramble, 2 person scramble, and best ball) and also the lowest score “overall”. 

b. LOW INDIVIDUAL GROSS & NET. For those keeping an individual score, playing best ball. For low net you must submit an official USGA handicap. 

Low gross.  The lowest score (gross) will win a prize as well as will the runner-up 

b. HIT THE GREEN—Team Award
For High Bridge Hills, hole number 6, 8, and 14 (par 3). Your team keeps a record of the total number of players that “hit the green (landed their ball on the first shot on the green)” for both these holes. Therefore the MAXIMUM score submitted would be an 8. 

c. LONGEST DRIVE—Team Award
For hole 17 & 18, sum up the players who made it past the 250 yard marker and STAYED on the fairway. Therefore the MAXIMUM score is an 8.

d. MOST BIRDIES – Individual and Team
Simply total the number of birdies for the team. (Not adjusted for handicaps). For those playing “best ball format”, also advise individual players with total “natural” (not adjusted for handicap) birdies of 2 or more. 

e. EAGLE HONOR – Individual and Team
If the team and/or individual get a “natural” eagle (at High Bridge, hole 15 is a real possibility).

f. MOST HONEST GOLFER – Individual (if playing best ball format) and Team
-Based on “most” strokes.
